On October 18, 2004, the National Satellite Land Remote Sensing Data Archive Advisory
Committee (Committee) convened its first meeting under a two-year Charter. The Committee was
established, consistent with the Federal Advisory Committee Act and other applicable laws, to assist the
Office of the Secretary of the Department of the Interior, in coordination with the USGS Earth Resources
Observation Systems (EROS) Data Center (EDC) Sioux Falls, SD, in carrying out responsibilities under
the Land Remote Sensing Policy Act of 1992 (P.L. 102-555). This Act directs the Secretary of the Interior to
consult with and seek advice from users and producers of remote sensing data and data products in
determining the initial content of, or in upgrading, NSLRSDA's basic data set.

The Committee submits, herein, its recommendations for a Landsat follow-on mission.
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
